e Ifyou're applying for OSCAR, please send the completed Work and Income form to

programme@kvcc.org.nz or drop it off at camp for us to sign.

e If there is a $20 difference in your invoice, that is most likely because the $20 discount
is for the ADDITIONAL child, not per child.

If your child can no longer attend, please email programme@kvcc.org.nz so we can offer
the space to another camper.

Day campers pay the same rate as overnight campers, as they participate fully in the daily
program.

3. Camper Sign-In - Please indicate who will be picking up the campers at the end of
week. Please confirm your Phone Number is right.

4. Camper Drop-Off & Goodbyes
Please park in the indicated area. Parents are invited to come and see where the
camper is sleeping,.come into the dining_hall for a cuppa and some morning_tea or
have a look around. If you'd like a guided tour of camp, just let a leader know—we'd
be happy to show you around. Prefer a self-guided tour? You're more than welcome!
